-- Identifies the information needed but is not always aware when additional information is necessary

-- Can not regularly develop researchable questions

--Communicates a limited comprehension of the information needed and is not clear on when additional information is necessary

	Information
Strategies
	-- Determines and prioritizes the best resources for the task

-- Independently creates a research strategy based on criteria and information needed.

-- Locates and evaluates relevant sources that are of a high quality

-- Fully utilizes index, table of contents, captions and headings to find information efficiently and effectively in sources
	-- Determines and prioritize resources, and picks a good resource for the task

--Creates a research strategy based on the defined task

-- Locates a variety of relevant sources

-- Utilizes the index and table of contents to find information within a source
	-- Lacks the ability to prioritize resources and picks randomly

-- Needs considerable assistance in establishing a research strategy

-- Moves from source to source with no evaluation and no determination of relevance

	Synthesis

	--Uses own words to synthesize facts learned from note taking and research

-- Organizes the information in a systematic way, but may need some assistance in the process; shows understanding of the topic and related questions
	-- Not able to synthesize in own words facts learned from note taking and research

--Leaves the information almost as gathered, and demonstrates limited understanding of the topic and related questions

	Evaluation
	-- Reviews and reevaluates the process set out for the research plan, questions and timeline with respect to the original criteria and is able to state successes and problem areas

-- Assesses any final products in relation to established criteria to determine its success and problems
	-- Reviews and evaluates the process set out for the research plan, questions and timeline with respect to the original criteria and is able to state successes and problem areas with some assistance

-- With some help, assesses any final products in relation to established criteria to determine its success and problems
	--Needs a great deal of help and encouragement to review and evaluate the process for the research project

-- Examines the quality of the final product in relation to criteria with considerable help and assistance
